The Baptism of the Lord is the great event celebrated by the Eastern churches on the feast of Epiphany,  
because it is the occasion of the first public revelation of all Three Persons in the Holy Trinity, and the official  
revelation of Jesus as the Son of God to the world by God the Father. It is also an event described by all four  
gospels, and it marks the beginning of Jesus' public ministry. The liturgical season of Christmas comes to a  
conclusion this Sunday with the celebration of the Baptism of the Lord. Neither John nor Jesus invented baptism. It had been 
practiced for centuries among the Jews as a ritual equivalent to our Confession. Until the fall of the Temple in 72 A.D., it 
was common for Jewish people to use a special pool called a MIKVEH -- literally a "collection of water" - as a means of 
spiritual cleansing, to remove spiritual impurity and sin. Men took this bath weekly on the eve of the Sabbath; women, 
monthly. Converts were also expected to take this bath before entering Judaism. The Orthodox Jews still retain the rite. John 
preached that such a bath was a necessary preparation for the disaster that would be wrought by the coming Messiah. Jesus 
transformed this continuing ritual into the one single, definitive act by which we begin our life of faith. In effect he fused his 
divine essence with the water and the ceremony.
